4. Organize orientation/information meetings for the participants prior to the trip and ensure they are aware of all documentation and vaccination requirements.

5. Implement trip evaluations with participants and the trip organizers.

· Experience of travel and/or living in Peru, if possible as a participant in a previous W/A trip

· Commitment to international development, especially that pertaining to women, children and youth, and to promoting global social justice

· Knowledge of Spanish 

· Good organizing and interviewing skills.
